The Clarke’s received many phone 
calls, texts and emails about sightings of Stuart.  
 
Linda said “that the outpouring of love from the city of Anchorage has been 
overwhelming”. The Lachlan family would like to thank all the race fans and 
volunteers who participated in helping to search for Stuart. “The genuine love 
and support has been appreciated” says Linda.
